Air travel 
What types/means/methods of transport do you use when you travel abroad?

Baggage allowance      Nametag                   Hold luggage                     Tray                      x-ray
aisle              departure lounge                              arrival concourse                                       trolleys
Reading:
When making a long-distance trip, we often choose travelling by air. Travelling by air is fast and comfortable. 
Getting ready 
Before you travel by plane you should obtain a valid passport (make sure it's up to date and ideally has at least three months to go before its expiry whenever you travel internationally) and visa (if necessary). You should book an air ticket (online booking).  Most airlines now issue e-tickets that can be shown on your tablet or smartphone.  Be sure to book your travel insurance before you leave for your holiday.
You should check detailed baggage allowances about weight and sizes of your luggage. You should have a nametag with your destination address on each bag. On a long-haul flight (a flight longer than 6hours) your bags will be put in the hold. On a short-haul flight you will be allowed to take your cabin luggage on board. 

Departure
1. You should arrive at the airport at least two hours before your departure.
1. At the check-in desk your check-in/hold luggage will be checked in and you will receive a boarding pass that will specify your terminal, gate and flight number. At some airports you can use the services of self-check-in kiosks.
1. You will go through Security Check where you will go through various X-ray screenings with your hand/cabin luggage (which you will put in a tray before screening). They will be checked if you are not carrying any dangerous objects. Air travel has changed dramatically since the terrorist attacks on September 11, 2001. There are many more security screenings, check points, body and luggage searches.
1. At Immigration your passport will be checked.
1. You will wait till your flight is called in Departure lounge. While waiting you can shop in duty-free shops.
1. Soon you hear an announcement or see on the departures board that your flight is boarding. It will also tell you which departure gate (pier) to go to.
1. A ground steward will check your boarding pass and you will go on board (either by bus or through an aerobridge).

On board
1. A flight attendant will help you to find your seat (aisle, middle or window; reclining) and to stow your hand/cabin luggage.
1. You will be asked to fasten/buckle your seat-belts and informed about safety procedures.
1. You will be asked either to switch your electronical devices off or turn them into an airplane mode.
1. During a flight you might be served meals and drinks/in-flight food. You might buy some duty-free goods or enjoy some entertainment (TV, film, music, magazines, etc.) 

Arrival
1. If you are not transferring to another flight, you must pass through Immigration where your passport will be checked.
1. Then you go through Baggage Reclaim Area where you collect your luggage from a conveyor belt. You can use trolleys to carry your luggage.
1. You must pass through Customs. You will be asked if you have something to declare.
1. Then you pass to the arrival concourse.
